A DIOCESAN DIRECTIVE

Bishop Farrell issued a directive to the 42
parishes of the Diocese impressing that all
parishes must clear a debt accrued at stage | of
the restoration of St Mary’s Cathedral.
Following the sale of the diocesan property on
Sion Road there is still an outstanding debt of
€690000 owed to Il parishes. Bishop Farrell
mandated a pro-rata payment per parish i.e.
€8.12 multiplied by 2558 Catholics in
Mooncoin Parish = €20,783. While his desired
preference is a one-off payment he has allowd
a structured payment over a period of time.
Mooncoin/Carrigeen/Kilnaspic Finance
Committee pre-arranged a first instalment of
€7000 in December 2019.
